1. CALL TO ORDER

Chris Smith, Chairman of the Emergency Management Coordinating Council, called the meeting to order.  

2. ROLL CALL

Roll call was performed by Chris Molnar, Nevada Division of Emergency Management/Homeland Security (NDEM/HS).  Quorum was established for the meeting.
3. PUBLIC COMMENT
Chair Smith opened discussion for public commentary in both the northern and southern venues.  No commentary noted in either venue.
4. APPROVAL OF MINUTES
David Hunkup moved to approve the minutes and Tim Spencer seconded the motion.
5. EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT PERFORMANCE GRANT (EMPG) FORMULA
Chief Smith explained to the members why the meeting was being held, and asked the members what their recommendations would be on how to move forward with the EMPG allocations.  He gave an explanation of why there is a formula and why NDEM doesn’t want anymore guessing games of what the allocations will be year after year.  He told the members that at a recent NEMA conference, Nevada is one of 7 states that leave the EMPG formula and allocations up to the agency.
Rick Martin, NDEM staff, led a discussion with the members to examine possible funding formulas for the 2015 EMPG award.  He gave handouts to the members and explained how the spread sheets were developed.  Regarding the guidance, he identified that THIRA was referred to 20 times and he feels the federal government is going to focus on THIRA and the risk that is indentified in the counties.  He pointed out that the decisions are based on population and the top 3 risks as identified in the hazard mitigation plans

The members of the committee and the NDEM staff continued discussing the funding formulas and the impact on state, locals, and tribal entities.

6. PUBLIC COMMENT
Irene Navis commented that she wished there was a bigger pot of money to share and gave example of Yucca Mountain and how difficult it is to share money on such a high risk program.  She pointed out that they clearly defined the needs and it increased the piece of the pie being received, and it helped solve the problem of running a second program.  She continued to discuss the allocation of funds and what to look at for future years.  She also pointed out there is shrinking funds in other programs like homeland security and citizen corps.  She suggested working thru NACO and NEMA for help also.  She added everybody should look at their emergency management programs as well.
Gina Marotto, ITERC, spoke about how EMPG is the life blood of the tribes.  She commented on how it is not based on population and wants more discussion on that.  She also pointed out certain items discussed during the meeting regarding allocations and funding for emergency managers for the different tribes.  She asked for caution when reviewing performance measures and look at them objectively.  She also discussed the completion of tribal THIRAS.
Sonja Williams, NDEM staff, commented on the situation in the south dealing with the transient population and the working population.  She said, based on population, there could be a lesser percentage calculated on those.
7. SCHEDULE NEXT EMCC MEETING
Chief Smith said a “doodle” will be sent out to determine when the next meeting will occur.  
8. FUTURE AGENDA ITEMS
Chief Smith informed the members that the first agenda item will be discussing the EMPG formula and it should be the only thing on the agenda.
9. ADJOURNMENT
Chief Smith called for adjournment.  Carolyn Levering moved to adjourn the meeting and Joe Curtis seconded the motion.
