6. UPDATE ON THE SEARCH FOR A NEW STATEWIDE INTEROPERABILITY COORDINATOR (SWIC) – (Discussion Only) – Pete Reinschmidt. Pete Reinschmidt will give an update on the number of SWIC candidates, the process and timeframe for interviews, ratification through the NCSC and anticipated appointment
7. SWIC Staff report – (Discussion Only) – David Fein. This agenda item provides a report to the Committee on the status of current Interoperability Communications projects from the FFY 2007 to FFY 2010 grant funded programs. 9. PRESENTATION OF THE “LIVE MESH” WIRELESS DATA NETWORK PROJECT FOR NEVADA TRIBAL NATIONS – (Discussion/For Possible Action) – Terry Bohl. This agenda item will be a presentation on the “Live Mesh” wireless data network. Terry Bohl, representing the Inter-Tribal Council of Nevada, will describe the project intent, goals and objectives, and the support needed to implement the project.  The presenter will be seeking support of the NCSC in making this a priority project for Nevada interoperable Communications.
10. UPDATE ON THE STATUS OF THE STATEWIDE 700 MHz BROADBAND NETWORK COMMITTEE (SONNet) – (Discussion Only) – Chris Magenheimer. Chris Magenheimer will present an update on the status of the SONNet committee that was approved by the Homeland Security Commission at the April 26, 2012 meeting. The Executive Order provide for the creation of a SONNet Board and other authorities necessary to carry out the State’s obligations as identified in HR 3630, which effectively reallocates the spectrum of D-Block radio frequency spectrum to Public Safety for purposes of forming a nationwide Public Safety broadband network.

11. CLARK COUNTY SCHOOL DISTRICT COMMUNICATIONS PROJECT – (Discussion Only) –
George Molnar. George Molnar will give an update on the progress of the Clark County School District
(CCSD) Communications Project, which aims to improve the organization and effectiveness of CCSD

emergency communications.
