As of 
12/31/21 equipment and training have been completed and equipment placed into service. Grant 
has been closed and $10,465.20 has been deobligated.  
 
Elko County – CERT: Elko CERT/NNCCCP will continue to assist and support the building of 
a more resilient and prepared northeastern Nevada by providing outreach services, preparedness 
trainings, booth events, volunteer opportunities, and the empowerment of citizens within these 
communities to assist their neighbors during times of disasters, emergencies, and non-emergency 
events by building community-based groups to provide assistance. As of 10/5/21 for the June 2021 
QPR the subrecipient reported continued training efforts through virtual, or other noncontact 
mediums.  As of 6/30/22 QPR the CERT organization has been assisting with EOC Support, 
POD’s support, shelter setup, situational awareness, and other within the City and County. As of 
the 9/30/22 QPR the grant has been closed with a $3,591.59 deobligation.  
 
Henderson – Homeland Security Armor and Special Events: This grant will be used to acquire 
an armored vehicle and two UTVs with trailers to be better able to provide on scene protection, 
real-time intelligence to Incident Commanders, rapid deployment, and greater mobility to law 
enforcement, fire, and rescue personnel during disaster and emergency events. As of 7/15/21 for 
the 6/30/21 QPR as reported by the subrecipient this project of 10 % complete. As of 9/30/22 the 
subrecipient received an extension to 3/31/23 for the Armor vehicle as COVID slowdown has 
affected the production of the vehicle.

As of the 6/30/22 QPR project specifications have been developed; the bidding process 
has been completed; and the purchasing process has started. As of 9/30/22 the subrecipient has not 
provided an updated QPR however a PCR extending the performance period to 3/31/23 was 
approved. As of 1/31/23 the subrecipient report 95% complete with 26% of the grant being 
expended. As of 6/30/23 the grant has been closed with an $0.18 deobligation. 
 
Las Vegas (U) – Hazmat/CBRNE: This project will maintain LV Fire & Rescue ability to 
monitor unknown atmospheric substances thru the purchase and maintenance of a portable gas 
chromatograph mass spectrometer. As of 10/11/21 for the 9/30/21 QPR the subrecipient reports 
the bidding process has started with the development of the specifications of the equipment. As of 
the 6/30/22 QPR the Gas Chromatograph has been purchased and is awaiting the purchase of the 
rest of the requested equipment. As of 9/30/22 QPR, received 11/14/22, the subrecipient reports 
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an extension to 1/31/23 was received to allow for the light tower portion of the purchase to be 
completed, installed, and made operational. As of 1/26/23 the subrecipient reports less than 100% 
completion on the project and is awaiting the completion of the light mast and camera to be 
installed. Extension granted to 6/30/23. As of 6/21/23 for the 6/30/23 QPR the subrecipient reports 
the project is 100% complete. There will be a deobligation of approximately $16,459.14 when 
complete. As of 10/30/23 the subrecipient has not provided the 10/30/23 QPR and the balance of 
$16,459.14 remains. As of 10/31/23 the subrecipient reports 100% complete with the project with 
a $16,459.14 deobligation.  
 
LVMPD (U) – Automated License Plate Readers:  This project is to develop an Automated 
License Plate Reader program throughout the Las Vegas Metro community. The subrecipient is 
reporting as of the 6/30/22 QPR that the project has been completed and is awaiting the closeout 
of the grant. As of 9/30/22 the subrecipient reports 90% complete and has an approved PCR 
extension to 12/31/22 (no extensions beyond this point). As of 2/1/23 the subrecipient reports 
100% complete and awaiting reimbursement. As of 6/30/23 this grant has been closed.  
 
LVMPD (U) – Secondary Packsets for Watch Commanders: Procure secondary packsets for 
LVMPD watch commanders. As of 10/14/21 for the 9/30/21 QPR the subrecipient reports all 
secondary pack-sets have been acquired and placed in service. The grant has been closed.  
 
LVMPD (S) – ARMOR/CBRNE SHSP Sustainment: The purpose of this grant is to purchase 
an Airborne/Vehicular Mobile Radiation Detection System (AVMRD) to monitor, track, and 
gather information, through surveillance, on potential radiation sources throughout the Metro area. 
As of the 3/30/22 QPR the grant has been 100% expended awaiting reimbursement from DEM. 
As of 6/30/22 this grant closed with a $20.00 deobligation. 
 
LVMPD (U) – ARMOR CBRNE Sustainment: This grant is to sustain the ability to provide 
intelligence collection and surveillance capabilities to ARMOR operators for LVMPD, DPS, HPD, 
and NLVPD. As of 9/30/22 the subrecipient reported 90% complete with an approved PCR 
extension to 8/31/23. As of 1/30/23 the subrecipient reports 100% complete with a balance on the 
grant of $6,020.78. As of 6/30/23 the grant has been closed and $6,020.78 has been deobligated.  
 
LVMPD (S) – SNCTC: Maintain the SHSP operations for the SNCTC to include equipment 
replacement and procurement, cyber analyst maintenance, as well as administrative items to run 
the fusion center. Maintain the relationship with the SNCTC ‘s 22 partner agencies. As of 10/14/21 
for the 9/30/21 QPR the subrecipient reports it is maintaining the subsystems of the SNCTC. As 
of 6/30/22 QPR the grant is on track for completion on time. As of 9/30/22 received 11/2/22 the 
subrecipient shows 98% complete and with the current reimbursement this grant will close. As of 
2/1/23 the subrecipient reports 95% complete. As of 6/30/23 the grant has been completely 
expended and closed. 
 
LVMPD (U) – SNCTC Fusion Center: Maintain the Southern Nevada Counter Terrorism Center 
with UASI funding, including but not limited to Strip Camera positions, administration costs, 
software renewals, and equipment procurement. As of 7/26/21 for the June QPR the subrecipient 
reported 24 % completed with progress made on the Strip Camera project, personnel expense 
(Fusion Watch Specialist), administrative costs, and Sat Phone procurement. As of 10/14/21 for 
the 9/30/21 QPR the subrecipient reports received its cache of satellite phones and maintaining the 
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operation of the SNCTC. As of 6/30/22 QPR update the subrecipient is showing 94% completion 
of grant related activities. As of 9/30/22 QPR the subrecipient reports 86% complete with the 
maintenance of the SNCTC. This grant has been approved for an extension to 3/31/23 to complete 
spend-down. As of 2/1/23 the subrecipient reports project is 90% complete. As of 6/22/23 for the 
6/30/23 QPR the subrecipient reports 100% complete with a $30.57 deobligation. 
 
LVMPD (U) – SNCTC Fusion Center Enhanced: Enhance the operations of the Southern 
Nevada Counter Terrorism Center through the strip camera program, a geo-spatial software 
solution, and technology procurement. As of 10/14/21 for the 9/30/21 QPR the subrecipient 
reported beginning to deploy Pedestrian Bridge cameras on the Strip Camera Program; and 
beginning to obtain backup batteries for Fusion Watch. As of 6/30/22 QPR the subrecipient is 
reporting 72% complete on enhancement projects and less than half of the grant funding has been 
expended. As of 9/30/22 the subrecipient reports 69% completion while the June 2022 QPR 
reported 72% completion. This grant is pending a PCR extension. As of 2/1/23 the subrecipient 
reports 75% completion on this project and they have an extension to 5/31/23. As of 6/20/23 for 
the 6/30/23 QPR the subrecipient reports 100% complete and awaiting reimbursement. The 
subrecipient has been paid in full as of 8/4/23. 
 
LVMPD (U) – MACTAC: Support the LVMPD MACTAC section regarding training and 
response to the multi-assault counter terrorism activity. As of 7/26/21 for the 6/30/21 QPR the 
subrecipient reported inconsistent completion figures from the 2nd to the 3rd QPR. The 2nd QPR 
reported 50 % completion of the project while the 3rd (current) QPR reported 25 % completion of 
the project. This may be a function of the new reporting mechanism through ZOOM Grants. As of 
10/14/21 for the 9/30/21 QPR the subrecipient reported the project is 25% complete with procuring 
equipment. As of 6/30/22 QPR, the subrecipient is reporting 92% complete with reimbursements 
pending. As of 9/30/22 QPR the subrecipient is reporting 92% completion with an approved PCR 
extension to 3/31/23. As of 2/1/23 the subrecipient reports 95% complete on this project.  As of 
7/27/23 for the 6/30/23 QPR the subrecipient reports 100% complete with a potential $133.33 
deobligation. As of 10/30/23 this grant has been closed with a $133.34 deobligation.  
 
NV Secretary of State (S) – County Election Office Security: As of 6/30/22 the subrecipient 
has not reported anything. As of 9/30/22 the subrecipient has not reported anything. As of 1/27/23 
the subrecipient reports 0% completion as they are working to complete the EHPs. EHPs for 
Washoe County Elections Offices approved as of 2/13/23. As of 10/30/23 the subrecipient reports 
85% complete with the completion of installing door access control systems and video surveillance 
at the Washoe County Clerk’s office and procuring portable wireless video surveillance trailers 
for use at polling locations in Carson, Douglas, and Clark County. As of a 1/30/24 phone call with 
the subrecipient, they report continuing to draw on the grant and will have another QFR submitted 
within the next week. The subrecipient has submitted an extension request to 6/30/24 and reports 
96% completion of the project in their QPR for quarter-ending 12/30/23. There is a balance of 
$33,811.12 as of 5/7/24. As of 06/30/24 the grant is closed.  
 
DEM – Statewide Recovery Plan: This grant’s primary objective is to secure a preliminary 
disaster assessment tool to be used by the state, local, and tribal partners during and after a disaster 
to help assess damages. As of 2/10/21 the subrecipient reports 25% completion of the project. As 
of 2/16/23 the subrecipient has not accepted the grant and has not completed QPR reporting since 
the first QPR for 12/31/21. As of 12/30/22 the subrecipient reports 60% completed. As of 11/2/23 
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for the 9/30/23 QPR the subrecipient reports ongoing recovery effort are continuing among the 
ongoing incidents and activations. The report is 78% project completion with 40.6 % of the budget 
expended. As of 1/25/24 the subrecipient reports 78% project completion with 40.6% grant 
expenditure, no change since the previous report. QFR and QPR for quarter-ending 3/30/24 have 
not been submitted. As of 06/30/24 no change since the previous report QFR and QPR have not 
been submitted.

NV Secretary of State (S) – Netflow and Intrusion Detection: Through the deployment of 
specialized software (IDS – Intrusion Detection System) and monitoring efforts, the goal is to 
increase the cybersecurity of the county-based voter registration systems through the State of 
Nevada. As of 12/8/21 for the 9/30/21 QPR the subrecipient reports the continued active 
monitoring of the network traffic for all 12 county IDS sensors. This grant has been completely 
expended and closed out. 
 
North Las Vegas (U) – EOC:  The purpose of this grant is to create a fully deployed EOC for all 
multidisciplinary emergency operations within the City of North Las Vegas. As of 12/31/21 QPR 
the RFP and related contract awards have been completed and the EHP has been approved. As of 
9/30/22 the project is 50% complete with an approved PCR extension to 3/31/23.  As of 1/17/23 
the subrecipient reports 60% complete with an extension to 3/31/23. As of 7/13/23 for the 6/30/23 
QPR the subrecipient reports 100% complete, with a $9,798.76 deobligation. The subrecipient is 
awaiting reimbursement. As of the 10/30/23 QPR this grant has been closed.  
 
North Las Vegas (U) – All Hazard Response Vehicle: Purchase a vehicle capable of deploying 
a highly trained and equipped LEO team to potential volatile situations throughout Southern 
Nevada. As of 7/14/21 for the 6/30/21 QPR the subrecipient reported beginning the purchasing 
process for this vehicle. As of 7/30/23 the subrecipient reports vehicle received January 2022 with 
the grant being fully expended and closed.  
 
Nye (S) – Permanent EOC:  This grant will establish a permanent Emergency Operations Center 
for Nye County at the current Nye County Emergency Management Building in Pahrump, Nevada. 
As of 10/11/21 for the 9/30/21 QPR the subrecipient reports initial orders and purchases of 
equipment for the EOC have commenced. As of 6/30/22 QPR the subrecipient reports they have 
received all EOC equipment and are currently 80% complete in the installation and have requested 
reimbursement for purchases. As of the 9/30/22 QPR the grant has been expended, with $246.39 
remaining. The subrecipient has submitted a PCR to spend down the $246.39 balance. As of 
1/19/23 the subrecipient reports 100% complete but there is a grant balance of $246.39. As of 
7/24/23 for the 6/30/23 QPR the subrecipient reports 100% project completion and awaiting 
reimbursement of expenditures.  As of 10/30/23 the subrecipient reports 100% complete. The grant 
has been completely expended and closed.  
 
Reno Fire (S) – TRIAD HazMat CBRNE: This grant will be used to replace existing gas 
monitors for the TRIAD HazMat CBRNE team in Washoe County. As of the 6/30/22 QPR the 
subrecipient shows 100% complete on the grant and awaiting reimbursement. As of 9/30/22 the 
grant closed with a $14,921.41 deobligation.  
 
Southern Nevada Health District (U) – Public Health Analytical FTE SNCTC: To maintain 
and improve timely Public Health Intelligence and information sharing with SNCTC partners to 
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maintain readiness for threats with a terrorism nexus. As of 7/1/21 for the 12/30/20 QPR (late) the 
subrecipient reports 0 % complete. As of 7/1/21 for the 3/31/21 QPR (late) the subrecipient reports 
0 % Complete. As of 7/1/21 for the 6/30/21 QPR the subrecipient reports 7 % complete on 
milestones. As of 10/7/21 for the 9/30/21 QPR the subrecipient reports 34 % of budget expended. 
As of 6/30/22 QPR the subrecipient reports 82% project completion and 100% drawdown on 
funding. However, reported drawdown appears to be $2,092.79 over drawn with the final QFR #7. 
As of the 9/30/22 QPR received 10/12/22 the over-draw was corrected, and the grant has been 
fully expended and closed.  
 
Tahoe Douglas Bomb Squad (S) – Bomb Squad: This grant is to be used to purchase Digital X-
Ray Equipment and upgrade existing X Ray Equipment to current standards. As of the 6/30/22 
QPR report the Digital X-Ray equipment has been purchased but has not been requested to be 
reimbursed. As of 12/30/22 QPR the grant has a balance of $7,377.66 and the subrecipient is 
awaiting the expenditure of the balance.  As of 1/27/23 the subrecipient reports 75% complete with 
a grant balance of $7,377.66. As of 7/25/23 for the 6/30/23 QPR the subrecipient reports 80% 
completion with an approved extension on the grant to 12/30/23. As of 10/30/23 the subrecipient 
reports 80% complete and an approved extension to 12/30/23. As of 2/5/24 the subrecipient reports 
100% complete with the project. This grant is closed.  
 
Washoe County Emergency Management (S) – SW COOP: To sustain and maintain planning 
through continuity of operations (COOP) and continuity of government (COG) for agencies 
Statewide. As of the June 2021 QPR received 7/30/21 the participants have adjusted after some 
initial difficulties and the plans are complete. The COOP Project has added TMCC and SNC to 
the statewide project. The PCR submitted has been approved and the remainder of the funds will 
be spent in the quarter-ending September 2021. As of 11/9/21 for the 9/30/21 QPR the subrecipient 
reports COOP training and meetings well underway for this grant cycle. As of the 3/31/22 QPR 
the subrecipient shows 95% complete on the COOP project while reimbursement claims show 
77.5% reimbursed. As of 9/30/22 the subrecipient reports 100% complete. Upon completion of the 
QFR processing reimbursement will be completed and the grant can be closed.  This grant has 
closed. 
 
Washoe County Emergency Management (S) – HS Project Assistant:  This project provides 
support for the Washoe County Emergency Management and Homeland Security Program to assist 
in implementing the Nevada Commission on Homeland Security priorities for the unincorporated 
Counties, Cities of Reno and Sparks, Pyramid Lake Paiute Tribe, Reno-Sparks Indian Colony, and 
associated Special Districts. This assistance will include sustainment of the Statewide initiatives 
such as Continuity of Operations (COOP), Recovery, and Public Information and Warning, as well 
as administrative and operational support for homeland security projects that affect the region. As 
of 7/30/21 for the 6/30/21 QPR the subrecipient reports this position is still operating on the 2019 
SHSP grant. No change to the update for this subrecipient as of 6/30/22. As of 1/31/23 the 
subrecipient reports 90% complete. As of 5/1/23 for the 3/30/23 QPR the Subrecipient reports the 
grant is 100% expended and the grant has been closed. 
 
Washoe County School District (S) – Project Rescue: This project will place approximately 91 
evacuation devices/sleds in multi-story schools and train staff on the proper use of the equipment. 
As of 7/20/21 for the 3/30/21 QPR the subrecipient reported the purchase of the evacuation sleds 
has been completed the WCSD has not submitted for reimbursement. As of 12/17/21 the 
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equipment that had been ordered has been received and reimbursed. Awaiting closeout of this 
grant. As of 9/30/22 the WCSD applied for an extension to use the balance of funds on this grant 
($3,710.00.) As of 1/31/23 the subrecipient reports 90% complete with the balance to be used for 
additional purchases for Project Rescue. As of 6/30/23 no reports from the Subrecipient for the 
March and June quarters. As of 8/1/23 the subrecipient indicated they will be ordering additional 
equipment for Project Rescue.  As of 10/30/23 the subrecipient has not submitted their September 
QFR and QPR. There is a balance on the grant of $3,710.00. As of 1/29/24 the subrecipient 
submitted their final QFR completely expending their grant. The subrecipient has been fully 
reimbursed and the grant is closed.  
 
Washoe County Sheriff’s Office (S) – CERT/CCP: This program will sustain fundamental 
Citizen Corps Programs (CCP) and projects. The CCP projects associated with this program are 
concerned with training, exercising, and maintaining CCP volunteers and the awareness of the 
public in local communities related to all hazards. Through these projects, volunteers are equipped 
to assist themselves and others during emergencies and disasters. As of 1026/21 for the 9/30/21 
QPR the subrecipient reports that the program is still using FFY19 funding into the FFY20 funding 
cycle. As of 6/30/22 QPR the subrecipient reports 75% completion of the project.  As of 1/27/23 
the subrecipient reports 100% complete on this project with a grant balance of $15,197.40. As of 
6/30/23 the subrecipient is requesting an extension to 2/28/24 to expend the balance of $11,402 on 
this grant. As of 10/30/23 the subrecipient reports 99% project completion with a grant extension 
to 2/28/24. The subrecipient submitted a QFR for quarter-ending 3/30/24 that expends most of the 
remaining grant balance, however, they have not submitted a QPR since quarter-ending 1/30/24. 
As of 06/30/24 subrecipient submitted for quarter ending 03/30/24 awaiting review and payment. 
As of 10/8/24, this grant is closed with $14.13 deobligated.  
 
Washoe County Sheriff’s Office (S) – Cybersecurity: The target capability is to implement and 
maintain procedures that will allow for the mitigation and counter measures against malicious 
actors to neutralize existing and emerging cyber-based threats through the purchase of computing 
equipment and training. As of 7/26/21 for the 6/30/21 QPR the subrecipient reports that software 
and equipment have been purchased and training is being conducted. As of 10/26/21 for the 
9/30/21 QPR the subrecipient reports purchases of laptops and software either complete or well 
underway. As of 6/30/22 QPR the project has been completed and reimbursement being 
completed. Awaiting closeout instruction from the subrecipient. As of the 9/30/22 QPR received 
10/24/22 this project is complete and the balance of $601.37 has been deobligated.  
 
Washoe County Sheriff’s Office (S) – Consolidated Bomb Squad (CBS):  Enhance the 
capabilities of bomb technicians within Nevada and surrounding states by hosting the FBI Tactical 
Bomb Technician certification program. Enhance response efforts of the program by purchasing a 
first out response vehicle allowing the CBS to respond to explosive or potential events with the 
necessary equipment. As of 7/29/21 for the 6/30/21 QPR the subrecipient reported the project 20 
% complete. There are issues with acquiring the first out vehicle as manufacture and configuration 
are being slowed because of microchip shortages for vehicle construction.  As of 10/26/21 for the 
9/30/21 QPR the subrecipient reports program purchases underway and the grant is on track. As 
of the 6/30/22 QPR the subrecipient reports 50% completion of the project. As of 1/26/23 the 
subrecipient reports 95% complete and working on completion times for the first out vehicle. As 
of 7/25/23 for the 6/30/23 QPR the subrecipient reports 100% complete with a balance of 
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$2,750.73 and one more QFR to submit. As of the 7/30/23 QPR, the subrecipient reports the 
completion of the First Out Vehicle and its placement in-service. This grant is closed. 
 
Washoe County Sheriff’s Office (S) – NNRIC Fusion Center: The Geoshield Program is 
already implemented. Funds will be used to continue to maintain the 50 licenses and maintenance 
fees. Additional monies will be requested from the partnering agencies to grow the NNRIC 
program. As of 10/26/21 for the 9/30/21 QPR the subrecipient reports the 50 licenses renewals 
have been made and the grant has been closed.  
 
Las Vegas (U) – Remote Render Safe: This grant will sustain and enhance the Las Vegas Bomb 
Squad area of hazardous device response capability for Clark, Esmeralda, Lincoln, and Nye 
Counties, St. George, Utah; Bullhead City, Arizona, and surrounding areas through the purchase 
of a large robotic platform capable of RSP operations.  As of 6/30/22 the program specifications 
have been developed and the bidding process has started. As of 9/30/22 the subrecipient has not 
provided QPR since 6/30/22. As of 1/31/23 the subrecipient reports 25% project completion 
without requesting any grant reimbursement. The subrecipient has an extension to 3/30/23. As of 
7/28/23 for the 6/30/23 QPR the subrecipient reports 70% complete on this grant with zero 
drawdown of funding. As of 10/30/23 the subrecipient reports extension approved to 3/31/24 with 
the assurance that the vender will ship by 12/31/23. As of 1/25/24 the subrecipient submitted a 
QFR for payment of $350,694.00, the entire project. Once paid this project will be 100% complete. 
Awaiting review of this QFR as of 3/30/24. As of 10/14/24 this grant has been paid 100% and is 
closed.

As of 10/30/23 23 the subrecipient has not provided any quarterly 
reporting. As of 3/30/24, the subrecipient has not provided any quarterly reporting, however, a 
$479.00 payment on 6/5/23 is recorded in the declining balance sheet. As of 06/30/2024 the 
subrecipient has not provided any quarterly reporting. As of 10/8/24, $479.00 has been paid out 
on this project with a $15,749.00 balance. 
 
DEM – Tribal CCP/CERT: To improve and sustain the tribal community emergency response 
efforts to build CERT teams withing the tribes of Nevada. The CERT program has been established 
to provide support to the emergency responders within the tribal community during disasters and 
emergencies. As of 7/6/21 for the June QPR grant progress has been noted as nonexistent. As of 
6/30/22 QPR no activity conducted this quarter. As of 9/30/22 QPR the subrecipient reports 25% 
complete. As of 2/16/23 the subrecipient reports 25% project completion with 5% of the grant 
expended. As of 3/3/23 the subrecipient reports 50% complete. As of 10/30/23 the subrecipient 
has not provided a QPR since 3/3/23 for the 1/31/23 QPR. The subrecipient reports the project is 
50% complete with 84% of the grant expended. As of quarter-ending 3/30/24, the project is 60% 
complete with still 84% of the grant expended. No change as of 6/30/24 or 10/8/24.

Board of Regents (S) – UNR Police Services WNC Physical Security: This grant will be used 
to enhance the physical security of Western Nevada College by installing an access control and 
verification system throughout the College controlling access to students, faculty, and staff. As of 
6/30/22 the vendor selection is in progress. As of the 9/30/22 QPR vender selection is underway, 
and the project is reported to be 10% complete. As of 1/30/23 the subrecipient has not reported on 
this grant for the 12/30/22 quarter end. As of 3/31/23 the subrecipient reports 15% complete on 
the security project and is seeking an extension of 6 months to complete the project. As of 8/1/23 
the subrecipient reports the procurement process was interrupted, and the process must be 
restarted. An extension has been granted to 2/28/24 for the completion of this project. The 
subrecipient reports lost their contractor for this project and in the process of obtaining another. 
As of 1/30/24 the subrecipient reports 45% project completion and the expectation of timely 
completion by 2/28/24. In the QPR for quarter-ending 3/30/24, the subrecipient reported they had 
some delay due to employee turnover, but the project is now 95% complete. No reimbursement 
has been requested as of 5/7/24. It was discovered during a grant monitoring visit on 07/09/24 that 
the subrecipient has been submitting reimbursement request with “Amount Requested” listed as 
zero, when they were trying to request reimbursement. UNR staff was asked to send DEM a list 
of all outstanding reimbursement requests so they can be investigated and returned to the sub for 
edits. As of 7/23/24, this has not been completed. As of 10/04/24 the issue has been resolved and 
this grant is closed.

Talked to Ashley ((702) 895-5575) on 5/2/23 she advised will get on this immediately as the 
project has been completed but reimbursement and reporting has not been completed. As of 8/1/23 
DEM talked to Ashley about reimbursement on this 100% complete grant. She advised will contact 
them and advised them of the reimbursement. As of 10/30/23 the subrecipient has reported 100% 
completed on the grant but they have not submitted any QFRs for reimbursement. As of 3/30/24, 
subrecipient has billed for the entire amount; awaiting processing and payment of QFR. As of 
06/30/24, the grant is closed. 
 
Dept of Admin (S) – Cybersecurity FIPS 140 Cryptography Support: This grant will be used 
to upgrade the current cryptology on equipment which encrypts internet-bound data that supports 
constituents, law enforcement agencies, and other entities. As of 6/30/22 the subrecipient has 
begun implementing an upgrade. As of 9/30/22 QPR no other funds will be obligated under this 
grant. The QFR submitted for $58,021,16 is being requested for reimbursement. As of 1/30/23 the 
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grant is 98% complete. As of 3/31/23 the subrecipient has not provided any updates since the 
1/30/23 QPR. As of 6/30/23 and as reported by the subrecipient this grant has been closed and 
$1,978.84 has been deobligated.  
 
Clark County (U) – EMS Cyber Enhancement Project: This grant will be used to upgrade the 
security system controlling access to drugs used by Clark County EMS. As of 6/30/22 the 
subrecipient has not provided updates to this program.  As of 9/30/22 the subrecipient reports 75% 
complete on the project yet has not yet requested any reimbursement on this grant.  As of 1/10/23 
the subrecipient reports the project is complete but has requested a PCR to spend the balance of 
funds (approximately $18,000). As of 3/31/23 the subrecipient reports 75% project completion 
with a purchasing request awaiting response from the County so the balance of grant funding can 
be expended.

As of 
1/10/23 for the 12/30/22 QPR the subrecipient reports the project is 10% complete and is 
developing a spending plan for the remaining $27,581.87.  As of 3/31/23 the subrecipient reports 
15% project completion with no other information provided. As of 7/3/23 for the 6/30/23 QPR the 
subrecipient reports 15% completion of the grant. As of 10/5/23 the subrecipient still reports 15% 
project completion and 8% grant reimbursement. As of 12/20/23 there has been no change other 
than an approved extension to 2/28/24. No updates as of 5/8/24 or 6/30/24. As of 10/11/24 the 
subrecipient reports 100% complete with $00.87 being deobligated and the grant is closed out.  
 
Clark County (U) – Southern Nevada Incident Management Team Sustainment: Sustain the 
ability to maintain and continue to enhance the capabilities of the Southern Nevada IMT for 
effective multi agency response during an event. As of 6/30/22 QPR the subrecipient has reported 
no progress. As of 9/30/22 QPR, the subrecipient reports 0% completion on the project. As of 
1/26/23 the subrecipient reports the project is 20% complete and with no issues indicating a delay 
in the project. As of 3/31/23 the subrecipient has not completed the QPR for this grant. As of 
7/28/23 for the 6/30/23 QPR the subrecipient reported 40% completion of the project including 
personnel and supplies expenditures. As of 10/30/23 the subrecipient report 75% complete with 
about 60% of the funding expended and an approved extension to 3/31/24. As of 1/16/24 the 
subrecipient reports the grant is 80% complete with a grant extension to 3/31/24. No change as of 
5/8/24. As of 06/30/24, the subrecipient reports 80% project completion but has not requested 
additional reimbursement. As of 10/11/24 the subrecipient reports 90% of completion with

Dept of Administration (S) – CybertoolTrackSysFFY21: this grant will be used to strengthen 
cybersecurity Risk Management throughout the state.  As of 6/30/22 the subrecipient reports no 
progress on this project. As of 9/30/22 the RFP for the project has been completed and no spending 
has taken place as yet.  As of 1/30/23 the subrecipient estimates the project is 15% complete with 
zero expenditure of funds. The purchasing process/RFI has been completed and bids are being 
evaluated. As of 3/31/23 the subrecipient reports 20% completion on this project. IFC just 
approved project plan and the RFI responses have been received and reviewed. As of 7/25/23 for 
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the 6/30/23 QPR the subrecipient reports 35% project completion and expects to have the grant 
completed and closed out by 8/31/23. As of 10/30/23 the subrecipient reports 82% project 
completion have expended 97% of the funding.

(SWIC) who provides oversite for statewide communications governance, coordination, outreach, 
and support.  As of 6/30/22 the subrecipient has not acknowledged or accepted the grant. As of 
9/30/22 the subrecipient has reported 0% completion of this grant. As of 1/31/23 the subrecipient 
reports 50% complete. As of 3/31/23 reported 5/2/23 the subrecipient reports 20% complete with 
81% of the grant expended. As of 5/2/23 for the 3/31/23 QPR the subrecipient reports 20% 
complete with 100% expenditure on the grant. As of 8/29/23 ZoomGrants reports 100% expended 
while the QPR indicates the grant is 5% complete. As of 5/7/24, there has been no update on the 
status of this project.  
 
DEM (U) – THIRA / UASI: This grant provides for the completion of the annual state 
THIRA/SPR report by holding workshops and collaborating with Tribes, counties, and the UASI 
to collect information. As of 6/30/22 QPR the subrecipient reports no activity. As of 9/30/22 the 
subrecipient has reported 0% completion of this grant. As of 1/31/23 the subrecipient reports 0% 
complete pending the contract completion of the THIRA.  As of 3/31/23 the subrecipient reports 
0% complete with no information on project completion. As of 5/1/23 for the 3/31/23 QPR the 
subrecipient reports 0% completion. As of 10/30/23 the subrecipient reports the THIRA workshops 
are being conducted and about 11% of funding has been expended. As of 1/22/24 the subrecipient 
reports 99% complete with 11% of funding expended. As of 5/9/24, the subrecipient has not 
submitted a QPR, but has requested 100% of their funding reimbursement.  
 
Douglas County (S) – CERT: This grant will be used to maintain the county’s CERT program 
along with its coordinator. As of 6/30/22 QPR the county has obtained the services of a new 
coordinator.  As of 9/30/22 the subrecipient reports 36% project completion with 80% of grant 
funding expended. As of 1/5/23 the subrecipient reports 53% complete with 81% of funds 
expended. As of 3/31/23 the subrecipient reports the project is 60% complete. As of 6/30/23 the 
subrecipient reports 83% project completion with 100% grant reimbursement pending.  No 
changes since the 6/30/23 report. Awaiting final QFR processing and this grant will be closed. As 
of 7/28/23 DEM received final QFR and awaiting processing to close grant.

As of 9/30/22 
the subrecipient reports continued support to the community through the CERT program. CERT 
has expended 38% of its grant funds to date. As of 1/5/23 the subrecipient reports 58% expended. 
As of 3/31/23 the subrecipient reports continuing to provide public outreach, training, and 
interaction within the CERT community. As of the 6/30/23 QPR the subrecipient reports continued 
community support withing the Emergency Management team. Grant closed.  
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Henderson (U) – Police SWAT – Tactical Robotic Platform: This grant will be used by 
Henderson PD to purchase a tactical robotic platform to maintain and enhance its ability to 
remotely surveil and communicate situational awareness during terrorist or other criminal activity. 
As of 6/30/22 QPR the subrecipient has completed the RFP process and is currently performing 
vendor and equipment selection.  As of 9/30/22 (submission 2 months late, 12/27/22) the 
subrecipient reports 37.5% complete with the purchase contract/purchase order submitted to the 
vender. As of 1/30/23 the subrecipient reports 50% complete with this grant but has as yet to 
request any expense reimbursement. As of 3/31/23 the subrecipient reports 90% project 
completion with zero % funding expended. As of 7/10/23 for the 6/30/23 QPR the subrecipient 
reports 90% completion while reimbursement requests are less than 1/10 of a percent of the grant 
($300.00 out of $213,000.00). As of 10/16/23 the subrecipient reports 100% complete and awaiting 
reimbursement. As of 12/31/23 the subrecipient has been reimbursed for expenses and $829.00 
has been deobligated.  
 
Henderson (U) – Mobile Vehicle Barriers for Soft Target and Crowded Places: These grant 
funds will be used to acquire 50 vehicle barricades, trailers to transport them, and a pick-up truck 
to tow the trailers to enhance the subrecipients ability to protect soft targets and crowded places 
against terrorist or criminal activities. As of the 6/30/22 QPR vender and equipment selection us 
underway. As of the 9/30/22 QPR the subrecipient has reported 75% project completion. The 
barriers have been purchased but project completion has been slowed as a result of delays in 
vehicle delivery. No delivery date was provided after the March 2022 order was made. As of 
1/30/23 the subrecipient reports 87% complete with the project with the projected grant closure by 
June 2023.  As of 3/31/23 the subrecipient reports 95% complete on the project. As of 7/10/23 for 
the 6/30/23 QPR this project has been completed and is awaiting reimbursement. After 
reimbursement there will be a balance of $18.07. As of 10/16/23 the subrecipient reports 100% 
complete with $18.07 being deobligated.  
 
Las Vegas (U) – Southern Nevada CERT: The grant will be used to maintain and increase 
community resilience through CERT training for the residents of Southern Nevada. As of 6/30/22 
QPR the subrecipient has completed 8 classes and trained 82 people through the Basic CERT 
Academy.  As of 9/30/22 the subrecipient reports 52% project completion. As of 1/25/23 the 
subrecipient reports 65% project completion with several CERT class completion and a full-scale 
exercise held in November 2022 with approximately 140 participants. The subrecipient reports 
78% project completion with nine CERT classes being conducted focusing on student participates 
in the CERT program. As of 7/31/23 for the 6/30/23 QPR the subrecipient reports 91% project 
completion with 53% of the payout on the grant. As of 10/30/23 the subrecipient has not provided 
a QPR since 7/31/23. As of 1/31/24 the subrecipient reports 90% complete with 92% of grant funds 
expended. Subrecipient submitted a PCR and was granted an extension until 6/30/24. As of 6/30/24 
(pending review and processing of an outstanding OFR) the subrecipient has a balance of

budget, with a $2,781.89 deobligation, and closed out.  
 
Las Vegas (U) – Vapor Wake/Explosive Detection K9: This grant will fund the addition of an 
EDD (explosive detection dog) K9 to the subrecipient’s assets for the search for and detection of 
explosive devices. As of the 6/30/22 QPR (submitted 1 month late) the subrecipient is in the 
process of developing specifications and competitive bids for the project. As of 9/30/22 QPR, 
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remains unsubmitted, (currently 3 months late) there has been no change in the project since the 
6/30/22 report. As of the 12/30/22 QPR received 1/31/23 the project is 25% complete however it 
has now been 5 quarters of zero activity on this grant.  As of 3/31/23 the subrecipient has not 
provided the 3/31/23 QPR but is working on a PCR to purchase an additional dog within the 
defined budget.  As of 7/28/23 for the 6/30/23 QPR the subrecipient reports 35% complete without 
any reimbursement. The subrecipient has obtained an extension to 2/28/23 for the completion of 
this grant. As of 1/30/24 the subrecipient reports 60% complete, 0% funds expended, and expected 
project completion by 2/28/24. The subrecipient was granted an extension until 5/6/24 for this 
project. The quarter-ending 3/30/24 QPR reports 100% completion and grant closeout, however, 
no reimbursement requests have been submitted as of 5/8/24. As of 6/30/24, the subrecipient has 
requested the full reimbursement amount. This has yet to be reviewed and processed by DEM. As 
of 10/10/24 the subrecipient received full reimbursement and this grant is closed.  
 
Las Vegas (U) – Emergency Alerting Mass Notification: This grant will be used to renew the 
Cities’ contract for the mass notification system currently in place. As of 3/30/22 QPR the 
subrecipient has completed the grant with a balance of $12,715.00 to be deobligated. As of 9/30/22 
the subrecipient reports 100% complete, awaiting reimbursement. As of 11/3/22 the grant has been 
completed expended and closed.  
 
Las Vegas (U) – Fire Rescue-HazMat/WND Detection 2021:  This grant will be used to 
purchase 4 lightweight chemical detectors and replace 2 mercury monitors for use by Las Vegas 
Fire and Rescue HazMat teams. As of 6/30/22 the subrecipient has formally received funding. 
Purchasing has not yet begun.  As of the 9/30/22 QPR, received 30 days late, the subrecipient 
reports 100% complete, but QFRs received account for 60% of expenditure. As of the 1/18/23 
QPR the project is 100% complete, under budget, with a $8,710.48 deobligation, and closed out.  
 
LVMPD (U) – ARMOR CBRNE Enhancement: This grant will be used to enhance the 
interdiction and detection capabilities of the ARMOR operators in an WMD/CBRNE environment 
within the Las Vegas Urban Ares (LVMPD, HPD, and NLVPD). As of 6/30/22 the subrecipient 
reports the project is 88% complete with the purchasing process, contract negotiation, and 
implementation of equipment completed. As of 9/30/22 the subrecipient reports 90% project 
completion with 21% of available expenditures reimbursed. As of 1/30/23 the subrecipient reports 
90% of the project completed with less than 10% funds expended. The sub is awaiting delivery of 
robot platform in March 2023. As of 3/31/23 the subrecipient reports 95% project completion, yet 
with only $85,000 in reimbursements and a balance on the grant of $315,000. As of 6/30/23 the 
subrecipient reports 100% project completion with the purchase of the Large Platform Robot and 
the Digital Microscope. This grant has been closed.  
 
LVMPD (U) – ARMOR CBRNE Sustainment: This grant will sustain and maintain the ability 
of ARMOR operators to screen, search, and detect hazardous situations when entering a CBRNE 
environment and to ensure the safety of the operators themselves. As of the 6/30/22 QPR the 
subrecipient report no progress on the project. As of 9/30/22 the subrecipient reports 25% 
completion of the project. As of 1/31/23 the subrecipient reports 25% completion on the project 
with 23% of expenditures reimbursed. The sub expects to request an extension to complete 
warranty purchase. As of 3/31/23 the subrecipient reports this grant is 50% complete toward 
maintaining operational capacity.  As of 6/30/23 the subrecipient reports 40% complete with the 
purchase of the SCBA tanks and providing for equipment warranty procurement. As of 10/30/23 
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the subrecipient reports 90% project completion and an extension to 7/30/24. As of 1/30/24 the 
subrecipient reports 100% complete with an $894.37 deobligation upon reimbursement. There is 
an approved extension to 7/30/24. The grant is closed as of 7/31/24 with an $894.37 deobligation. 
 
LVMPD (U) – Cyber Security Program: This grant will allow the subrecipient to increase the 
cybersecurity posture of the LVMPD to ensure a prepared response to acts of cyber terrorism by 
funding two security support analysts, initiating a Security Awareness Program, subscribing to a 
phishing software program, and procuring LogRythum University training for all staff.  As of 
6/30/22 the subrecipient has not made any progress with this grant. As of 9/30/22 the subrecipient 
reported 46% completion of the project. As of 2/1/23 the subrecipient reported 50% completion 
on this grant. As of 3/31/23 the subrecipient has not completed their quarterly reporting but have 
expended approximately 60% of their grant funding. As of 6/30/23 the subrecipient reports 95% 
complete with 98% of their budget expended. As of 8/24/23 the subrecipient reports 100% 
complete and the closure of the grant completely expended. 
 
LVMPD (U) – Multi-coordinated Tactical Response: This grant will allow the procurement of 
necessary equipment for the LVMPD to respond to acts of terrorism to include Simunitions for 
training; MCV computer Equipment for communications; Shields for protection; and trailers, 
UTVs, turtle gear and breaching tools for transport and access. As of 6/30/22 QPR the subrecipient 
has not had any progress with this grant.  As of 9/30/22 the subrecipient reports 45% project 
completion with no identified issues. As of 2/1/23 the subrecipient reports 60% complete and 
awaiting delivery of equipment. As of 3/31/23 the subrecipient has not completed their quarterly 
reporting but expended approximately 44% of their grant funding. As of 6/30/23 the subrecipient 
reports 66% complete with 53% of their budget expended. As of 10/30/23 the subrecipient reports 
70% project completion with an extension to 2/28/24.  As of 1/22/24 the subrecipient reports 75% 
project completion with an extension to 2/28/24. The quarter-ending 3/30/24 QPR reports 97% 
complete. 97% of the project funding has been spent. No update as of 7/24/24. As of 10/10/24 the 
subrecipient received reimbursement and has deobligated $ 974.91. This grant is now closed.  
 
LVMPD (S) – SNCTC SHSP Sustain: This SHSP grant will be used to maintain the SNCTC 
through sustainment funding to replace and procure equipment, provide cyber analyst 
maintenance, as well as operation of the fusion center. As of 6/30/22 QPR the subrecipient has 
performed minimal activity because of administrative delays. As of 9/30/22 the subrecipient has 
reported approximately 35% expenditure of grant funding and presumably 465% completion of 
the project.  As of 2/1/23 the subrecipient reports 50% grant completion. As of 3/31/23 the 
subrecipient has not completed their QPR reporting but have expended approximately 48% of their 
grant funding. As of 6/30/23 the subrecipient reports 65% complete on project expenditures. As 
of 10/30/23 the subrecipient reports 75% project completion with an extension to 2/28/24 for 
project completion. As of 1/22/24 the subrecipient reports 80% complete, with an approved 
extension to 2/28/24. As of 5/8/24, the subrecipient reports 90% project completion and has 
requested reimbursement for 88% of the project cost. No update as of 7/24/24. As of 10/11/24 the 
subrecipient reported 100% project completion and this grant is now closed.  
 
LVMPD (U) – SNCTC UASI Sustain: This UASI grant will be used to maintain the SNCTC 
through sustainment funding to maintain the Strip Camera project; the fusion watch specialist 
positions; administrative costs; software renewals; and replace and procure equipment for SNCTC 
operations. As of 6/30/22 QPR the subrecipient has performed minimal activity because of 
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administrative delays. As of 9/30/22 the subrecipient reports the project is 58% complete with 
11.7% of grant funds being expended. As of 2/1/23 the Subrecipient reports 50% completion on 
this project which is 8% less than previously reported. This grant has been 45% expended on its 
budget. As of 3/31/23 the subrecipient has not completed their QPR reporting but has expended 
approximately 61% of their grant funding.  As of 6/30/23 the subrecipient reports 80% grant 
completion with the maintenance of the Strip Cameras, Fusion Watch specialist, maintenance of 
administrative costs., equipment replacement on camera systems, and computer software. As of 
10/30/23 the subrecipient reports 90% complete with an approved extension to 2/28/24. As of 
1/22/243 the subrecipient reports 91% complete with an approved extension to 2/28/24. The 
quarter-ending 3/30/24 report states the project is 90% complete, however the QFR for this quarter 
has not been received as of 5/8/24. As of 6/30/24 the subrecipient reports 100% project completion. 
The grant will be closed following the processing of remaining reimbursement requests. As of 
10/11/24 the subrecipient reported 100% of project completion and this grant is closed.  
 
LVMPD (U) – SNCTC UASI Enhance: This grant is to enhance the salary for Fusion Watch 
Specialists as well as upgrade drone detection software. As of 6/30.22 QPR the subrecipient has 
performed minimal activity because of administrative delays. As of 9/30/22 the subrecipient has 
reported 52% completion of the project.  As of 2/1/23 the subrecipient reports 50% completion on 
the project. As of 3/31/23 the subrecipient has not completed their QPR reporting but have 
expended approximately 70% of their grant funding. As of 6/30/23 the subrecipient reports 90% 
project completion with the procurement of the Drone Detection software and payment of 
personnel costs associated with the Fusion Watch Specialist. As of 9/27/23 the subrecipient reports 
100% complete and closure of the grant being completely expended.  
 
LVMPD (S) – TASS Tactical Response Vehicle: This grant will be used to procure a secondary 
TASS Tactical Response Vehicle to ensure redundancy in equipment in support of critical 
incidents. As of this reporting period 6/30/22 QPR the subrecipient reports minimal work on the 
grant because of technical issues. As of 9/30/22 the subrecipient reported 30% completion of the 
project including procuring the vehicle, equipment, and computer hardware with zero expenditure 
of funds. As of 2/1/23 the subrecipient reports 30% complete with zero expenditure of grant funds. 
As of 3/31/23 the subrecipient has not completed their quarterly QPR reporting and has not 
expended any of this $340,563 grant funding. As of 6/30/23 the subrecipient reports 100% 
complete with nothing expended on the budget. There is no indication of the equipment has been 
received, put into service, or any training has been completed. As of 10/30/23 the subrecipient 
reports 70% project completion with a grant extension to 2/28/24 for receipt of the balance of the 
equipment associated with this grant. As of 1/22/24 the subrecipient reports 95% complete and is 
awaiting delivery of all items. For the quarter-ending 3/30/24, the subrecipient has billed for 100% 
of the project cost and requested closeout. The final invoice has been paid as of 6/30/24 and this 
grant is closed. 
 
Moapa Valley (S) FPD – Mass Casualty Project: This grant will be used to purchase and equip 
a trailer capable of treating 200 victims of a terrorist or MCI event. As of 6/30/22 the subrecipient 
has not completed grant funding requirements resulting in no activity being reported on this grant. 
As of 9/30/22 the subrecipient reports 100% complete with 84% of grant funds expended.  As of 
1/30/23 the subrecipient reports this grant is 100% complete with a $26.14 deobligation. As of 
3/31/23 the final QFR has not been received indicating the final draw and balance.  As of 6/30/23 
the subrecipient reports 100% project completion with a grant balance of $28.14 which is 
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scheduled to be deobligated per QPR dated 5/10/23. This grant has been closed with a $28.14 
deobligation.  
 
Nevada Secretary of State (S) – Netflow and Intrusion Detection System Monitoring: This 
grant is being used to increase the cybersecurity of county-based voter registration systems and 
the monitoring of election systems within 12 of 17 Nevada counties. As of 6/30/22 the subrecipient 
has not reported on grant activity over the past 2 quarters. As of 9/30/22 the subrecipient reports 
that Netflow monitoring, and analysis of all county Intrusion Detection Systems are ongoing. This 
grant is completely expended, and the grant is closed.  
 
Nevada Threat Analysis Center (S) – NTAC: This grant is being used to sustain NTAC 
operations and associated staffing for intelligence gathering, information sharing, analytical 
capabilities, and related training. As of 6/30/22 the subrecipient has not reported on grant activity 
over the past 2 quarters. As of 9/30/22 the subrecipient is on track for grant closeout. As of 1/8/23 
the subrecipient reports 20% completion of the grant. As of 3/31/23 the subrecipient reports 35% 
complete. As of 7/24/23 for the 6/30/23 QPR the subrecipient reports 50% project completion. As 
of 10/30/23 the subrecipient reports 66% completed with 61% of the grant funds expended and 
expecting a grant extension to complete the expenditure of this grant. As of 1/28/24 the 
subrecipient reports 80% complete with 61% of the grant paid out. As of 3/30/24, the subrecipient 
reports 88% project completion with 61% funding reimbursement requested. The grant is closed 
as of 6/30/24 with $115,860.67 deobligated. 
 
North Las Vegas (U) – Water Infrastructure Security: The goal of this project is to harden 
critical infrastructure targets by installing cameras, motion sensors, physical barriers, and quality 
security measures at 20 water utility sites in addition to the NLV Fire Administration building, 
which houses the NLV EOC. To date nothing has been reported by this subrecipient. As of 9/30/22 
the subrecipient completed 10% but has as yet completed the EHP as required. As of 1/30/23 the 
subrecipient reports are currently working on EHP screenings but have as yet submitted them to

project has been demonstrated. The subrecipient has not provided the QPR for the 3/31/23 
reporting period as required. At the 1/30/23 reporting period the subrecipient reported 15% project 
completion. As of 7/31/23 for the 6/30/23 QPR the subrecipient reports 50% complete with zero 
reimbursements. As of 10/30/23 the Subrecipient reports 75% project completion with Zero dollars 
reimbursed. As of 1/29/24 the subrecipient reports 65% project completion with $0.00 expended. 
Subrecipient reports in their quarter-ending 3/30/24 QPR that the project is 100% complete, 
however, no reimbursement requests have been submitted as of 5/8/24. As of 6/30/24, the 
subrecipient has requested reimbursement for all but $4,857.80 This remaining balance will be 
deobligated once the final QFR is reviewed and processed. As of 10/10/24 the subrecipient 
received reimbursement and has deobligated $4,857.80.

North Las Vegas (U) – Hostile Incident Medics: This grant will be used to study the use of 
highly trained medics during hostile incidents by equipping the medics with tactical equipment 
allowing them to enter the hostile environment and extract injured individuals.

TRIAD HazMat/Reno Fire Dept (S) – Washoe County/TRIAD HazMat CBRNE: This grant 
will be used to sustain the program by replacing existing and ageing equipment that venders are 
no longer supporting. As of 6/30/22 the subgrantee has not administratively updated grant required 
documentation such as QFRs and QPRs. As of 9/30/22 the subrecipient reports the project is 100% 
complete with a $62.86 deobligation.  
 
Washoe County OEM (S) – Homeland Security Program Assistant: This grant will be used to 
support the Homeland Security Program Assistant for the Washoe County Office of Emergency 
Management. As of 6/30/22 the subgrantee has not administratively updated grant required 
documentation such as QFRs and QPRs.

Washoe County Sheriff’s Office (S) – Northern Nevada Regional Intelligence Center 
Maintain: This grant will be used to enhance the capabilities of the Geoshield Program to better 
access and share critical information from across the region in a timely manner. As of 6/30/22 
QPR the subrecipient has purchased the software enhancement and is awaiting reimbursement. 
Upon reimbursement this grant will close fully expended. As of 9/30/22 this grant has been closed.  
 
Washoe County Sheriff’s Office (S) – APR SCBA: This grant will be used to replace outdated 
Air Purifying Respirators currently in stock at the Washoe County Sheriff’s Office. As of the 
6/30/22 QPR the subrecipient is in the process of bidding out and replacing outdated equipment. 
As of 9/30/22 the subrecipient reports 80% complete with 22% of grant funds expended. As of 
1/27/23 the subrecipient reports 100% complete with 98% expended. As of 3/31/23 QPR this grant 
has been completed and $1,510.52 has been deobligated.  
 
Washoe County Sheriff’s Office (S) – Consolidated Bomb Squad Maintain: This grant will be 
used to purchase SCBA equipment, wire attack and diagnostics equipment, remote firing devices, 
and an observation robot to allow the Consolidated Bomb Squad to respond to credible threats of 
improvised explosive devices in Northern Nevada. As of 6/30/22 QPR the subrecipient is in the 
process of purchasing equipment following prescribed purchasing guidelines. As of 9/30/22 the 
subrecipient reports 40% complete with the project and 81% of grant funds expended. As of 
1/27/23 the subrecipient reports 85% complete and the sub is continuing to seek the purchase of 
the remaining equipment.

As of 9/30/22 the subrecipient reports 5% 
complete and difficulty with the radio purchase with Motorola. As of 1/2/23 the subrecipient 
reports 0% project completion after 5 quarters. As of 3/31/23 the subrecipient has not completed 
the QPR or QFR report and has now reported 6 quarters without grant progress. As of 7/28/23 for 
the 6/30/23 QPR the Subrecipient reports 60% completion with 13% grant reimbursement.

As of 
the 6/30/23 QPR the subrecipient reports they attended the National CERT Conference; attended 
VOAD, AFN, National Resilience, and Reunification virtual meets; continuing to schedule CERT 
trainings; improve volunteer handbook; and modify background, fingerprinting, and intake 
(volunteer procedures.). As of 10/17/23 reports the organization of two CERT groups, the CERT 
3Vs for the group who participate in regular basic CERT training and the CRDS (Community 
Resilience Development Series) who participate in a five-part series of disaster topics presented at 
different venues. As of 1/29/24 the subrecipient reports continued CERT Planning, Training, 
Outreach, and program Coordination. The project is progressing well as of the quarter-ending

As of the 6/30/23 QPR 
the subrecipient reports the EHP for the project was approved and now awaiting planning/concept 
and objectives meeting for project along with design to allow for the RFP process to continue. As 
of 10/17/23 the subrecipient reports with the completion of the EHP, the engineering and design 
drawings for the RFP are being completed.  As of 1/22/24 the subrecipient reports the RFP is being 
completed and forwarded to the City Council for approval.

As of 10/25/23 the subrecipient 
reports grant is being worked. As of 1/22/24 the subrecipient reports no issues with the process, 
continuing to spend down the grant.

As of 3/31/23 
the subrecipient has not provided the QPR for 3/31/23. As of the 6/30/23 QPR the subrecipient has 
not provided the 3rd quarter report. As of 8/23/23 the subrecipient reports progress has been made 
on this grant. And the QE4 report has yet to be completed. As of 1/25/24 the subrecipient reports 
no progress on the grant this quarter. The subrecipient has not submitted a progress report for 
quarter-ending 3/30/24.

QPR the subrecipient reports covering travel costs associated with training and paying for software 
licensing fees. As of 10/22/23 the subrecipient reports expending grant funds for four contract 
positions, terrorism training including planning and prevention materials, administrative 
consumables, and subscription purchases related to fusion center operations. As of 1/28/24 the 
subrecipient reports continued operation of the Nevada Threat Analysis Center. Subrecipient 
reports no problems carrying out this project as of quarter-ending 3/30/24. The grant is 37% 
expended. As of 10/9/2024 quarter-ending 6/30/2024 the subrecipient reported no issues with this 
project and requested a time extension until 2/28/2025. The project has been spent down 58%. 
  
Nye County (S) – Cyber-Security Program Development with Business Impact Assessment: 
This grant will be used to contract with a vendor to build and develop an enterprise cybersecurity 
program that will form the backbone of security for the county.

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a nexus to terrorism. As of 1/11/23 the subrecipient reports no activity on grant is expected for the 
first 2 quarters. As of 3/31/23 the subrecipient reports the project is 22% complete and is on track 
for timely completion. As of the 6/30/23 QPR the subrecipient reports orderly expenditure of grant 
funds for orderly closeout.

As of 3/31/23 the subrecipient reports the project is on track and 
contract extensions are underway. As of the 6/30/23 QPR the subrecipient reports the award was 
accepted by the County, contract extensions were finalized for the vendors, and initial planning 
for meetings has begun. As of 10/30/23 the subrecipient has as yet completed its 4th quarter report, 
however the grant appears to be over 75% expended.

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awaiting Board of County Commissioners (BCC) award approval. As of 3/31/23 the subrecipient 
reports the project is on track with the initiation of equipment purchases. As of the 6/30/23 QPR 
the subrecipient reports purchasing process has been initiated for equipment associated with the 
grant along with scheduling training for July for team members in Advanced Ordnance. As of 
10/30/23 the subrecipient reports team members attendance at Advanced Ordnance and the 
competitive purchasing process is underway for the established equipment purchases. As of 
1/29/24 the subrecipient reported receiving the side by side and transport trailer. In quarter-ending 
3/30/24, the subrecipient reports having submitted a PCR for movement of funds to cover an 
increase in price for the door camera. They have also purchased the power system and are 
coordinating the installation of the remote-control upgrade for the transport trailer.

As of 
1/27/23 subrecipient reports no activity, awaiting Board of County Commissioners (BCC) award 
approval. As of 3/31/23 the subrecipient reports the project is on track, the sole source software 
purchase has been initiated. As of the 6/30/23 QPR the subrecipient reports the four pieces of 
equipment critical to the mission have been received and are awaiting reimbursement. The 
remainder of the grant requires a PCR so expenditure of funds can occur, and the grant can be 
closed. As of 10/30/23 the subrecipient reports the grant has been completed 100%. As of 2/6/24 
the subrecipient reports the grant is complete.

As of 
1/27/23 subrecipient reports no activity, awaiting Board of County Commissioners (BCC) award 
approval. As of 3/31/23 the subrecipient reports working with their Senior Business Systems 
Analyst to enhance the GeoShield software. As of the 6/30/23 QPR the subrecipient reports 
working with Business Systems Analysts to enhance the capabilities of GeoShield. As of 10/30/23 
the subrecipient reiterated the discussion regarding the enhancement of the GeoShield software to 
achieve grant requirements. As of 1/30/24 the subrecipient has not submitted the required quarterly 
reports. The subrecipient has caught up on their reporting as of quarter-ending 3/30/24 and reports 
no problems with the project. As of 10/9/2024 quarter-ending 6/30/2024 the subrecipient reported 
revisions are required for a time extension until 6/30/2025.

As of 1/30/24 the subrecipient reports the contract was renewed as of 
10/01/23 and the city is awaiting reimbursement. The city is still awaiting reimbursement as of 
the time of quarter-ending 3/30/24 reporting. As of 06/30/24 no changes have been made still 
awaiting reimbursement. As of 08/22/24 this grant has been paid 100% and is closed. 

Clark County Fire (U) – Investigations Canine Transporter: This grant will provide safe space in 
the vehicle for the dog away from carcinogens that may be on other equipment.

The subrecipient was approved to use a prior RFP for this 
purchase as of 3/30/24 and has begun a purchase order for the barriers. As of 06/30/24 the 
subrecipient submitted QFR/QPR (pending review). The subrecipient reports a delay in their 
project due to pending request for proposal (RFP).  
 
Las Vegas (U) – Emergency Alerting Mass Notification: This system will provide mass 
notifications and emergency alerting throughout Clark County to its citizens via the EAS, WEA, 
and iPAWS systems. As of 1/30/24 the subrecipient reports the contract was renewed as of 10/1/23 
and the city is awaiting reimbursement. The city is still awaiting reimbursement as of the time of 
quarter-ending 3/30/24 reporting. As of 06/30/24 no changes have been made still awaiting 
reimbursement.

While the issue is being 
resolved, the new project manager is being trained in the grant process. As of 06/30/24 the 
subrecipient stated no progress has been made. The project is experiencing a delay due to 
communication or workflow between the City of Las Vegas and State. This problem is still being 
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addressed with additional calls, meetings, and emails. As of 10/08/24 the subrecipient has not 
requested reimbursement. 

Las Vegas (U) – Bomb Response X-ray Systems: To purchase tactical x-ray equipment to 
mitigate or eliminate IED type devices in situations where large numbers of people are 
threatened. As of 1/19/24 the subrecipient reports city council has approved the project and the 
scope of work is being completed. The subrecipient continues with their internal approvals 
process as of quarter-ending 3/30/24. As of 06/30/24 the subrecipient submitted QFR/QPR 
(pending review). As of 10/08/24 the subrecipient has not requested reimbursement. 

Las Vegas (U) – Large Platform Robot: This will be used to purchase equipment (Large 
Platform Robot) capable of deploying x-ray equipment down range to mitigate or eliminate 
IEDs. As of 1/19/24 the subrecipient reports city council has approved the project and the scope 
of work is being completed. The subrecipient continues with their internal approvals process as 
of quarter-ending 3/30/24. As of 06/30/24 no changes have been made awaiting QFR review. As 
of 10/08/24 the subrecipient has not requested reimbursement. 

North Las Vegas (U) –Hostile Incident Medic Program – Enhancement: To provide training 
and equipment to the Hostile Incident Medic Program for law enforcement personnel during a 
hostile event. As of 1/22/24 the subrecipient reports training supplies were procured and the 
training course was further enhanced to provide additional topics to first responders. Training 
courses were provided to 90% of the subrecipient’s law enforcement officers as of quarter-
ending 3/30/24, and work has begun to train fire department personnel to operate more safely in 
the hostile environment. As of 07/25/24 the subrecipient has yet to submit their QFR. The 
subrecipient is still actively working NLVPD for additional training opportunities. As of 
10/08/24 the subrecipient has submitted two QFR’s with the total amount of $26,879.57, 
spending 24% of the project cost. These QFR’s are pending review. 

Clark County Fire (U) – MACTAC: To provide Multi-Assault Counter Terrorism Capabilities 
techniques to Clark County Fire personnel to help save lives during a terrorist attack. As of 
12/20/23 the subrecipient reports a new grant and no activity. The subrecipient reports no 
activity as of quarter-ending 3/30/24. As of 06/30/24 no changes have been made. As of 
10/08/24 the subrecipient has not requested reimbursement. 

Clark County Fire (U) – Elections Building Security Enhancements: This grant will provide 
improvements to the physical buildings that contain election materials and equipment and 
provide added safety to staff and the public. As of 12/20/23 the subrecipient reports a new grant 
and no activity. As of quarter-ending 3/30/24, the subrecipient reports having set up the grant in 
their financial system, but otherwise no new activity. As of 06/30/24 the subrecipient is working 
with the elections department to start moving forward with the project. As of 10/08/24 the 
subrecipient has not requested reimbursement. 

Clark County Fire (U) – Command Post: To enhance the current capability of the Mobile 
Command Unit (communications). As of 12/20/23 the subrecipient reports a new grant and no 
activity. The subrecipient reports no activity as of quarter-ending 3/30/24. As of 07/25/24 the 
subrecipient has yet to submit their QFR/QPR. As of 10/08/24 the subrecipient has not requested 
reimbursement. 
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Clark County Fire (U) – MCI Unit Sustainment: This grant will provide for having 
appropriate medical supplies and training for a Mass Casualty Incident. As of 12/20/23 the 
subrecipient reports a new grant and no activity. The subrecipient reports no activity as of 
quarter-ending 3/30/24. As of 07/25/24 the subrecipient has yet to submit their QFR/QPR. As of 
10/08/24 the subrecipient has not requested reimbursement. 

Clark County Fire (U) – Special Events Interoperability: The project will fund a one-year 
pilot program to challenge and validate a web and mobile situational awareness platform to 
improve coordination and communication during a special event. As of 12/20/23 the subrecipient 
reports a new grant and no activity. The subrecipient reports no activity as of quarter-ending 
3/30/24. As of 07/25/24 the subrecipient has yet to submit their QFR/QPR. As of 10/08/24 the 
subrecipient has not requested reimbursement. 

Clark County Fire (U) – EM Operational Coordination Maintenance: This grant will be 
used to sustain the UASI’s cloud-based software for video conferencing equipment through an 
emergency or disaster event. As of 12/20/23 the subrecipient reports a new grant and no activity. 
The subrecipient reports no activity as of quarter-ending 3/30/24. As of 07/25/24 the subrecipient 
has yet to submit their QFR/QPR. As of 10/08/24 the subrecipient has not requested 
reimbursement. 

Clark County Fire (U) – EOC Enhancements: This will be used to maintain and repair audio 
visual equipment as well as replace equipment in the Emergency Operations Center as necessary. 
As of 12/20/23 the subrecipient reports a new grant and no activity. The subrecipient reports no 
activity as of quarter-ending 3/30/24. As of 07/25/24 the subrecipient has yet to submit their 
QFR/QPR. As of 10/08/24 the subrecipient has not requested reimbursement. 

Clark County Fire (U) – So. NV Incident Management Team: This grant will be used to 
retain the part-time administrative position to assist the IMT with preparedness, prevention, 
mitigation, response, and recovery. As of 12/20/23 the subrecipient reports a new grant and no 
activity. The subrecipient reports that one of their chiefs attended the IMT conference in New 
Jersey during quarter-ending 3/30/24. They will be submitting for reimbursement on this expense 
in the following quarter. As of 07/25/24 the subrecipient has yet to submit their QFR/QPR. As of 
10/08/24 the subrecipient has submitted a QFR with the total dollar amount of $6,388.41, 
spending 15% of the project cost. This QFR is pending review. 

Douglas County (S) – CERT: To sustain the Douglas County CERT Program by providing a 
CERT coordinator, training, equipment, and membership recruitment. As of 1/29/24 the 
subrecipient reports identifying opportunities to meet milestones for this project. The 
subrecipient reports no activity as of quarter-ending 3/30/24. As of 06/30/24 the subrecipient 
reports no activity in this quarter. As of 10/08/24 the subrecipient has not requested 
reimbursement. 

Elko County Sheriff’s Office (S) – NNCCCP (CERT): This grant will be used to support the 
County’s CERT Coordinator, as a contractor, and related expenses associated with managing the 
CERT program. As of 1/30/24 the subrecipient has not provided its quarterly reporting. In the 
quarter-ending 3/30/24 report, the subrecipient states that their current CERT coordinator is 
retiring, and they have yet to identify a replacement. They are planning for CERT courses to be 
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offered in the summer. As of 07/25/24 the subrecipient has not submitted this quarters 
QFR/QPR. As well as any previous QFR but has submitted QPR 1 and 2 for the previous 
quarters. As of 10/08/24 the subrecipient has not requested reimbursement. 

LVMPD (U) – ARMOR CBRNE Enhancement-Mobile Radiation System: This grant will be 
used to replace current mobile Radiological and Nuclear detection capabilities within the 
ARMOR CBRNE unit. As of 1/30/24 the subrecipient has not provided its quarterly QPR 
reporting. In the report for quarter-ending 3/30/24, the subrecipient reports having released a bid 
but also submitting a sole source request to the state. As of 7/26/24, the subrecipient reports the 
system is being built. No reimbursement requests to date. As of 10/08/24 the subrecipient has 
submitted a QFR with the total amount of $139,635.00, spending 99% of the project cost. This 
QFR is pending review. 

LVMPD (U) – ARMOR CBRNE Enhancement-Small Platform Robot: This grant will be 
used to acquire technology and equipment to support the operational needs specific to the use of 
small robotic platform. As of 1/30/24 the subrecipient has not provided its quarterly QPR 
reporting. The subrecipient closed its bidding and reported receiving one bid as of quarter-ending 
3/30/24. Awaiting approval from the state to proceed. LVMPD took delivery of the robot 
platform on 6/24/24, but the radio for the robot platform is on backorder. It is expected to arrive 
before the end of next quarter's reporting period. As of 08/15/24 this grant was spent 
$232,594.00 with 93% of the funds spent. The radio for the robot platform is on back order and 
expected to arrive before the end of next quarter’s reporting period. Once delivered, this grant 
project acquisition will be completed. As of 10/08/24 this grant has been spent down to $232, 
594.00, spending 93% of the project cost. 

LVMPD (U) – ARMOR CBRNE Sustainment: This grant will be used to purchase equipment 
to keep the operators safe in a WMD/CBRNE environment. This equipment includes Air 
Purifying Respirators Kits; Tactical Ballistic Plates; Tactical Ballistic Helmets; and maintain 
warranties on existing systems. As of 1/30/24 the subrecipient has not provided its quarterly 
QPR reporting. In quarter-ending 3/30/24, the subrecipient reports having submitted purchase 
orders for some items and collecting bids for others. The project is moving forward without 
problems as of quarter-ending 6/30/24. As of 10/08/24 no changes have been made. As of 
10/08/24 the subrecipient has not requested reimbursement. 

LVMPD (U) – Air to Ground Link: This grant will be used to establish ground link 
communication between LVMPD air assets and command post personnel. As of 1/30/24 the 
subrecipient is in the process of spending down the grant. No change as of quarter-ending 
3/30/24 and 6/30/24. As of 10/08/24 the subrecipient has not requested reimbursement. 

LVMPD (U) – Coordinated Tactical Emergency Response: This grant will provide training 
aids to assist with soft target incidents during active shooter events. This includes breeching tools 
and breeching doors.

No change as of quarter-ending 3/30/24 or 6/30/24. As of 10/08/24 this grant has been spent 
down to $111,239.60, spending 53% of the project cost. 

LVMPD (U) – Cyber Program Sustain: This grant will assist with cyber-attacks against local 
governments by providing assets to help defeat the attack. As of 1/29/24 the subrecipient is in the 
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process of spending down the grant. No change as of quarter-ending 3/30/24 or 6/30/24. As of 
08/09/24 this grant has spent $102,511.70 with 30% of the funds spent. As of 10/08/24 this grant 
has been spent down to $102,511.70, spending 30% of the project cost. 

LVMPD (S) – Southern Nevada Counter Terrorism Center SHSP Sustain 23: This will help 
support the SNCTC with local and nationwide operations. As of 1/22/24 the subrecipient is in the 
process of spending down the grant. No change as of quarter-ending 3/30/24 or 6/30/24. As of 
08/21/24 this grant has spent $203,906.35 with 14% of the funds spent. As of 10/08/24 the 
subrecipient has submitted two QFR’s with the total amount of $59,340.96, spending 22% of the 
project cost. These QFR’s are pending review. 

LVMPD (U) – Southern Nevada Counter Terrorism Center Enhanced 23: This will help 
support the SNCTC with local and nationwide operations. As of 1/22/24 the subrecipient is in the 
process of spending down the grant. No change as of quarter-ending 3/30/24 or 6/30/24. As of 
10/08/24 the subrecipient has not requested reimbursement. 

LVMPD (U) – Southern Nevada Counter Terrorism Center Sustain 23: This will help 
support the SNCTC with local and nationwide operations. As of 1/22/24 the subrecipient is in the 
process of spending down the grant. No change as of quarter-ending 3/30/24. As of 09/04/24 this 
grant been spent down to $203,906.35, spending 14% of the project cost. 

DEM (S) – NIMS Maintain: This grant will help sustain the continued delivery of the statewide 
training, exercise, planning, and resource management programs needed to remain in compliance 
with Federal NIMS requirements. As of 1/30/24 the subrecipient has not provided its quarterly 
QPR reporting. No progress as of quarter-ending 3/30/24. No spending as of 7/26/24, but the 
QPR is still pending. Further details of the progress may be contained within. As of 10/08/24 the 
subrecipient has not requested reimbursement. 

DEM (S) – Mission Support: This will sustain the Statewide Interoperability Coordinator 
(SWIC) position and help sustain the Emergency Alert System. As of 1/30/24 the subrecipient 
reports they are planning for the upcoming grant. No change as of quarter-ending 3/30/24. No 
spending as of 7/26/24, but the QPR for quarter-ending 6/30/24 is still pending. Further details of 
the progress may be contained within. As of 10/08/24 the subrecipient has not requested 
reimbursement. 

DEM (U) – THIRA/UASI: This pays for the THIRA contract for the State. As of 1/22/24 the 
subrecipient reports no activity at this time. No progress as of quarter-ending 3/30/24. No 
spending as of 7/26/24, but the QPR for quarter-ending 6/30/24 is still pending. Further details of 
the progress may be contained within. As of 10/08/24 the subrecipient has not requested 
reimbursement. 

DEM (S) – Tribal NIMS: This grant helps to sustain the statewide tribal support including 
staffing and material needs. As of 1/30/24 the subrecipient has not provided its quarterly QPR 
reporting. As of 3/30/24 the subrecipient has not provided its quarterly QPR reporting. The 
quarter-ending 3/30/24 QPR was submitted 7/8/24. Subrecipient reported that the Tribal Liaison 
position is vacant, and the rest of the staff are learning their duties. No spending as of 7/26/24, 
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but the QPR for quarter-ending 6/30/24 is still pending. Further details of the progress may be 
contained within. As of 10/08/24 the subrecipient has not requested reimbursement. 

DEM (S) – Statewide Recovery Program: This will help support overall resilience, capability, 
and readiness by purchasing and maintaining the PDA Tool. As of 1/30/24 the subrecipient has 
not provided any quarterly reporting. The subrecipient has not submitted their quarter-ending 
3/30/24 report as of 5/20/24. Quarter-ending 3/30/24 and 6/30/24 quarterly reports have not been 
submitted as of 7/26/24. As of 10/08/24 the subrecipient has not requested reimbursement. 

Nevada Secretary of State (NvSOS) (S) – Netflow and Intrusion Detection System 
Monitoring and Analysis: This grant will be used to increase and maintain the security of 
county-based voter registration systems through the monitoring of an Intrusion Detection System 
(IDS). As of 1/30/24 the subrecipient has not provided its quarterly QPR reporting. No progress 
on the project as of quarter-ending 3/30/24. As of 7/26/24, the subrecipient is missing quarter-
ending 3/30/24 QFR and has yet to submit quarter-ending 6/30/24 QPR and QFR. As of 10/08/24 
the subrecipient has not requested reimbursement. 

NDI (S) – Nevada Threat Analysis Center (NTAC): This grant will be used to sustain the 
Nevada Threat Analysis Center. As of 1/26/24 the subrecipient reports using FFY23 funding to 
pay ESRI/Geospatial Information Systems License fee and using FFY22 funds for operational 
costs. No progress on the project as of quarter-ending 3/30/24. During quarter-ending 6/30/24, 
NTAC used grant funds to purchase Microsoft Productivity services software for grant funded 
positions and law enforcement partner workstations. NTAC paid for a year subscription for a 
software program used to collate and analyze financial information involved in suspected 
criminal and terrorism activity. As of 7/25/24 the subrecipient has spent $4,931.22 with 1% of 
the funds spent. As of 10/08/24 the subrecipient has submitted a total amount of $5,869.47, 
spending 1% of the project cost. 

Southern Nevada Health District (U) – Fusion Center Analyst: This is used to sustain the 
SNHD Fusion Center Analyst in the SNCTC. As of 1/16/24 the subrecipient reports on schedule 
with the project. For quarter-ending 3/30/24, the subrecipient reports 25% completion on the 
project but does not anticipate a reimbursement request until quarter 3 or 4. No changes in 
quarter-ending 6/30/24.

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funds spent. As of 10/08/24 the subrecipient submitted a QFR/QPR and is pending review. As of 
10/08/24 the subrecipient has submitted a QFR for $12,965.84, with 10% pf the funds spent. 
This QFR is pending review. 

Washoe County Sheriff’s Office (S) – CERT Maintain: This grant will be used to sustain and 
maintain Washoe County’s CERT program through the purchase of supplies and equipment. As 
of 1/26/24 the subrecipient reports continuing with CERT program including training CERT 
Volunteers, assisting with emergency call outs, supporting TSA CAST missions, and helping 
with other community events. It was reported in quarter-ending 3/30/24 that WCSO CERT 
program has 290 volunteers, 188 of whom have actively participated in the program, producing 
3,869 hours from January – March 2024. WCSO CERT conducted a full-scale exercise in March 
2024 for CERT volunteers and invited 4 other CERT programs in Northern Nevada to participate 
in the exercise. The subrecipient began requesting reimbursement in quarter-ending 6/30/24, 
however they are missing QFRs for the previous two quarters. QPR submission is current. As of 
10/08/24 subrecipient submitted three QFR’s with a total amount of $25,152.14, spending 17% 
of the project cost. These QFR’s are pending review. 

Washoe County Sheriff’s Office (S) – Consolidated Bomb Squad Maintain: This will be 
used to purchase digital x-ray equipment, provide funding for travel and training to expand unit 
capabilities, and enhance election security by providing CBS sweeps of election offices on 
election day. As of 1/29/24 the subrecipient reports submitted the grant to the County 
Commission for approval and the Commission accepted/approved the grant. The project is 
progressing as of quarter-ending 3/30/24 with 24% of the grant expended. In quarter-ending 
6/30/24, the subrecipient reports delivery of the light tower and digital x-ray system. As of 
09/04/24 the subrecipient has spent $41,538.68 with 25% of the funds spent. As of 10/08/24 the 
subrecipient submitted a QFR in the amount of $55,982.84, spending 43% of the project cost. 
This QFR is pending review. 

Washoe County Sheriff’s Office (S) – Consolidated Bomb Unit Enhance: This will be used 
to purchase a robot platform and integrated CBRNE sensors that can be deployed rapidly in the 
protection of soft targets / crowded places to prevent domestic violent extremism and the 
protection of election offices on election day. As of 1/29/24 the subrecipient reports submitted 
the grant to the County Commission for approval and the Commission accepted/approved the 
grant. The subrecipient reports beginning to solicit quotes as of quarter-ending 3/30/24. As of 
7/26/24, the QPR for quarter-ending 6/30/24 has not been submitted. As of 10/08/24 the 
subrecipient has not requested reimbursement. 

Washoe County Sheriff’s Office (S) – Cybersecurity Maintain: These funds will be used to 
purchase equipment related to the ongoing cybersecurity threat to Northern Nevada. As of 2/6/24 
the subrecipient reports approval of the BCC (Board of County Commissioners). The 
subrecipient made no expenditures in quarter-ending 3/30/24, however, they expect to purchase 
software in April and June. In quarter-ending 6/30/24, the subrecipient reports approaching the 
control/monitoring phase of the project. No reimbursement requests have been submitted as of 
7/26/24. As of 10/08/24 the subrecipient submitted a QFR in the amount of $183,954.46, 
spending 95% of the project cost. This QFR is pending review. 
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Washoe County Sheriff’s Office (S) – Northern Nevada Regional Intelligence Center 
(NNRIC): This grant will be used to provide for enhanced data mining and information sharing 
techniques enhancing the protection of soft targets/crowded places, information and intelligence 
sharing, and cooperation with federal agencies. As of 1/30/24 the subrecipient has not provided 
its quarterly QPR reporting. The subrecipient began making purchases in quarter-ending 3/30/24 
and has requested reimbursement for 56% of their grant. As of 7/26/24, the QPR for quarter-
ending 6/30/24 has not been submitted. As of 09/18/24 the subrecipient has spent $66,119.60 
with 60% of the funds spent. 

Washoe County Sheriff’s Office (S) – Special Operations Division Armored Vehicle: This 
will be used for the purchase of an armored response vehicle for use by the Washoe County 
Sheriff’s Special Operations Division to include SWAT Team, Hostage Negation Team, and 
Bomb Squad. As of 1/29/24 the subrecipient reports BCC acceptance. The vendor reported the 
RFP process was completed during quarter-ending 3/30/24, however, the vendor is reporting a 
10–12-month lead time. As of quarter-ending 6/30/24, the subrecipient reports the delivery of the 
vehicle to the vendor is anticipated to be March of 2025. As of 10/08/24 the subrecipient has not 
requested reimbursement.
