Loss of Water Quality

* Effects local wells and surtface runoft

* Increases erosion, possible landslides
Recreation opportunities are lost in the area
Economic impacts

* Decreased property values
Environmental Damage

* Forests transition back to grasslands



What factors influence Wildland Fire behavior

WEATHER - Carson has hot
and dry conditions lasting
form May through August
leaving native vegetation with
low fuel moisture content

TOPOGRAPHY - How steep
the landscape is, and which
direction is it facing

FUEL — The amount,
arrangement and moisture
content of the fuel. This is the

Fire Behavior Triangle

only factor we can manipulate.

Available to all properties in
the designated Wildland Urban
Interface
